Teen Summer Reading Information
WHO IS IT FOR? Students entering grades 6-12. Upper Saddle River Library cardholders.

WHEN DOES THE PROGRAM RUN? Monday, June 15th – Sunday, August 30th.

WHAT IS THE GOAL? To read for 30 minutes a day. All reading counts, including 
books, magazines, graphic novels, and audiobooks.

WHAT DO TEENS WIN?

•	Two gift cards will be raffled off each week to anyone who has read for 30 minutes a day for 5 
days. Days do not need to be consecutive.

•	The top readers will be entered into a raffle for the Teen Summer Reading Program Grand 
Prize!

•	Participants will receive an email letting them know that they are a weekly raffle winner and 
where/when they can pick up their prize.

5.	Select Input Time. You can enter the actual number of minutes that were read but only 30 
minutes will count towards the raffle. You can set the timer to track your reading if you pre-
fer.
